Journey With Us Through The Gospel

June 11 - Daniel Was Rescued
June 18 - God Brought His People Home
June 25 - The Temple Was Completed

Surprise gets our attention.  Jesus had a conversation with an 
unnamed Canaanite woman that was surprising.  This woman had 
come to Jesus on behalf of her suffering daughter.  And the initial 

response of Jesus to the woman seems rather distant and even a bit 
dismissive.  Yet He was purposefully drawing out of the woman an 
expression of faith that was stunning.  Jesus called it, “great faith.”  
In this passage we are going to see how the disposition of healthy 

internal brokenness cultivates “great faith.”  Though the term, 
brokenness, is not explicitly mentioned in this episode, the qualities 
of healthy brokenness are magnificently evident in this woman.  The 
Bible says that without faith it is impossible to please God (Hebrews 
11:6), and that it is through the instrument of faith that we access 
the grace God wants us to receive and enjoy (Ephesians 2:8).  So in 

this passage, we want to give attention to the link between 
biblical “brokenness” and faith.
